Listed below are criteria the JLOC looks for when considering potential new community partners. Please note the application, proposal development, and the review process is a several month long process. 

COMMUNITY PARTNER APPLICATION REVIIEW TIMELINE: 

· Applications are reviewed on a rolling basis, but the primary deadline for proposal development in a single calendar year is July 1st. 
· Submitted applications will go through our vetting process to determine if an organization meets the JLOC partner criteria. Once determined to meet criteria, a member of our Research, Education, and Development (READ) Committee will reach out to your organization letting you know of your application status. 
· If your application is selected to move forward to the proposal development stage, it will be developed with the READ Committee from July-November. 
· Accepted proposals will be submitted to the JLOC Board for review and approval. Potential community partners will be notified the following January if their project was selected to move forward as a viable JLOC community partnership. 

COMMUNITY PARTNER CRITERIA: 

· Project should coincide with the JLOC’s current focus area for community projects: Health. 
· Beginning in 2014, JLOC’s focus area for volunteer efforts became, “A healthy community begins with you – encouraging healthy living, a healthy lifestyle and a healthy YOU.” As such, we strive to partner volunteers with projects containing a Health focus – physical, emotional, financial, etc.
· The Health Focus has been approved to continue through May 2028.
· Project should offer a continuous opportunity for JLOC volunteers with a consistent day/time offering each week or month, not a one-time project. 
· Please note submissions for one-time projects will not be considered for review. 
· Project should offer constructive opportunities utilizing the capabilities of the volunteers.
· Project should take place in the greater Oklahoma City area.
· Project should strive to include at least ten (10) Junior League members working together.
· Project cannot involve any fundraising activities or development of fundraising activities.
· Project should have measurable outcomes.
· Project proposal should address the length of Junior League involvement and the plans for the project to continue after Junior League involvement ends. 
· Please note we are excited to assist all of our community partners. Our ultimate goal is to help your organization get the proposed project off the ground and running successfully.  JLOC community project placements are not intended to be long-term, but we will be present for as long as necessary to be successful.
